“TEDDIES FOR TRAUMA”

Materials:  size 10 needles, healthy washable filling, main colour for 

head and paws, colour for trousers, colour(s) for jumper.

Cast on 10 stitches in main colour. Knit in garter stitch 10 rows.

Change to trouser colour and knit 30 rows.  Make another leg in the same way.

Knit across all 20 stitches for 16 rows.

Change to jumper colour.  Knit 24 rows.

Change to main colour and stocking stitch.

Work 5½ inches, then work the rest of the teddy in reverse order.

Stitch down the side of the head, and with the jumper colour, pick up 8 stitches on either side of the neck join. (16 stitches)

Work 20 rows and then 10 rows in main colour for paws.

Sew up teddy and leave open at crotch. Sew across the corners for the ears at the top of the head.

Stuff and then sew up completely. 

Run a thread around the neck at join with the jumper and draw it up.

Embroider on a happy face.

Scarf.  Any colour, cast on 75 stitches and knit 4 rows.  Cast off.

Tie on teddy and sew firmly on at the back.

You are requested, if you wish, to donate your teddy for the Ambulance or Fire Service.  This collection is being organised by St. Sadwrn’s Mothers’ Union.
